The following list details items that are banned from being brought onto an aircraft in your carry-on and
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Bludgeons
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Including blackjacks, billy clubs, baseball bats or
similar instruments.
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Flammable Solids
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Matches, celluloid, flammable metal powder,
phosphorus amorphous, sulphur, etc. Also,
spontaneously combustible products such as
charcoal, carbon-activated, sodium sulphide, metal
catalyst, etc.
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A weapon of any description from which any shot,
bullet or other missile can be discharged or fired,
including starter and flare pistols.

checked baggage.
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Flammable Gas
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Gas cartridges, butan gas, gas lighters, butan lighter
fuel, aerosols {flammable}, etc.
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Chemical and Biological Agents
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Restricted chemical/biclogical substances include
but not limited to sulphur mustard, chlorine, sarin,
hydrogen cyanide, anthrax, botulism, smallpox,
tularaemia and viral haemorrhagic fever. ltems
that could pose a threat of a chemical/biological
attack will be immediately notified to the airport
operator, police, military or other relevant authority
and isolated from public terminal areas.
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Knives and Cutting Tools
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Knives with blades of 6cm or longer and/or
knives considered illegal by UAE law, as well as
sabres, swords, cardboard cutters, hunting
knives, souvenir knives, and martial arts devices.

Calcium, calcium carbide, magnesium alloys powder,
barium, alkali earth metal alloy, etc.
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Flammable Liquids and Corrosives
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Including gasaline, paint, printing ink, perfume,
kerosene, alcohols, adhesives, oil lighter, liquid
lighter, refills, alcoholic beverages containing high
alcohol and other flammable liquids. Also, any
corrosive or toxic substances, including gases,
whether or not under pressure, wet batteries,
sulphuric acid, hydrochloric acid, acetic acid, sodium
hydroxide solution, gallium, mercury, etc.
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Oxygen generator chemical, sodium chlorate,
hydrogen peroxide aqueous solution, ammonium
nitrate fertilizer, bleach, etc. (Oxygen generator
chemicals are acceptable on cargo aircraft only.)
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Non-Flammable and Non-Toxic Gas
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Fire extinguishers, compressed axygen, ammonia

solution, aerasols (non-flammable), refrigerant gas,
diving Tanks, etc. nitrogen refrigerated liquids, etc.
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Radioactive Materials
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Various types of radionuclide. Category | White: Not
more than 5u Sv/h on external surface. Category Il
Yellow: Mare than 5p Sv/h but not more than 500
Sv/h on external surface. Category Ill Yellow: More
than 500y Sv/h but not more than 2 mSv/h on external
surface.
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Infectious Diseases
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Bacteria, viruses, medical waste, etc.
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Toxic Gas and Substances
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Carbon monoxide, ethylene oxide, ammonia
solution, etc. (These are acceptable on cargo
aircraft only.) Also, toxic substances including
pesticide, agricultural chemicals, disinfectant, dye,
mercury compound, medicinal goods, etc.
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Explosives and Ammunition
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Explosive materials, blasting caps, fireworks,
distress signals, detonating fuses, firecrackers, and
ammunition.
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including consumer commodity, internal combustion

engines, vehicles, polymeric beads, dry ice and
lithium batteries.
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including items that may be used to simulate a deadly

weapon such as objects resembling explosive devices

or items that appear like a weapon or dangerous
item.
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including ice picks, alpenstocks, toy or ‘dummy’
weapons or grenades, straight razors and elongated
scissors, all of which could be used as a weapon.
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Disabling or Incapacitating ltems
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Including tear gas, mace and similar chemicals and
gases, and electronic stunning/shocking devices,
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Organic Peroxide
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Including methyl ethyl ketone peroxide, etc.
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
